EXPERIMENTAL OPERATING THEATRES

In addition to the responsibilities set out in Royal Decree 53/2013, the
Ethics Committees on Animal Testing (CEEA) also carries out the fo-
llowing functions.

The experimental operating theatres are a support service that is
properly prepared with the necessary materials and instruments to
perform surgical procedures in rodents and rabbits, as well as large
animals (swine and sheep).

In order to carry out this surgical activity, the service has specific mate-
rial and anaesthetic drugs, as well as offering the necessary veterinary
advice that might be required by researchers at any time. It boasts
magnifying equipment for performing microsurgery as well as mate-
rial for performing laparoscopic surgery and more complex anaesthe-
tic procedures to perform certain special surgical techniques.
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The surgical area has two operating theatres for large animals, with
mechanical ventilation and the necessary monitoring equipment. The-
se facilities have been especially designed to perform surgical procedu-
res for teaching purposes. In addition to the possibility of carrying out
injectable anaesthetic techniques, inhalation anaesthesia is available
for rodents with the corresponding means for eliminating anaesthetic
gases.

In addition to these facilities, researchers and teachers have at their
disposal veterinary staff who specialise in anaesthetics and other tech-
nical support staff: porter, laboratory technician, etc.

The operating rooms were significantly refurbished and renovated in
2019, creating more space and making them more ergonomically effi-
cient for carrying out operations.

AcTIVITIES IN 2019

The 1ISGetafe Animal Platform actively collaborated in the training of
residents at the Getafe University Hospital (HUG) in 2019 by holding
surgical training days, which were largely practical and carried out in
the experimental operating rooms. The various management teams
from the hospital departments, the Institute and the Foundation all
received the proposal for these training days with enthusiasm and the
certainty that they would contribute towards improving the training
of residents at the HUG.

The training days provided for urology residents (in June) and obste-
trics and gynaecology residents (in November) used a porcine model
and were led by doctors from both departments, so residents were able
to perform laparoscopy exercises that were adapted in line with their
years of residency.

A training day was held in September for plastic surgery residents,
where they were able to practice various microsurgery techniques,
firstly on different synthetic materials and then on murine models for
those more experienced residents.

The last session of the year was held in December, to provide surgical
training to residents from the Otorhinolaryngology and Head and Neck
Surgery Department.

In addition to teaching activities, the Animal Platform facilities were
also used for the experimental phases of a number of research models
performed on animals by various research groups, both consolidated
groups from the HUG, such as from geriatrics, and the ORL, such as
those from the European University of Madrid.

As established in Chapter VI, Article 37, of Royal Decree 53/2013, in 2013
the Animal Experimentation Ethics Committee of HUG Biomedical Re-
search Foundation was created with the following statutory functions
corresponding to the bodies responsible for the welfare of the animals:

Phar-
macovigilance tasks are carried out in the geriatric department by a
clinical pharmacologist.

Another of the innovative instruments used is a GAITRite, which is a
mat with built-in electrodes that measure all the spatial-temporal as-
pects related to gait (how a person walks, number of steps, time, stride,
stability, balance, etc.). Thanks to this technology, the hospital’s Ge-
riatric Department is able to detect gait- and movement-related pro-
blems and offer personalised rehabilitation treatment.

This equipment makes it possible to assess the various functional pro-
blems that affect elderly people in order to establish an early diagnosis
and a more personalised and detailed physical exercise regime, espe-
cially anaerobic exercise.
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This joint laboratory between the Getafe University Hospital and the
Madrid Polytechnic University Biomedical Technology Centre (CTB-UPM)
was created in 2015 to take advantage of the synergy resulting from co-
llaboration between clinical experts in aging (Getafe University Hospital)
and the community of experts in biomedical technology (CTB-UPM).

The agreement between the Getafe University Hospital and the Madrid
Polytechnic University Biomedical Technology Centre (CTB-UPM) was re-
newed in 2019.

The consequences of aging are a major challenge for modern societies.
The aging laboratory focuses its efforts on one of the main issues related
to the health of elderly people: age-related disability. They look at the
primary risk factor, fragility, and attempt to return fragile people to their
previous able-bodied condition, while preventing the same deterioration
from reoccurring again.

The Getafe University Hospital, alongside the European University of Ma-
drid (UEM), represents the first health research institute in Spain formed
entirely by a private university.

The journey to form an institution of this kind began in 2013, with the
clear intention of acting as a benchmark for research into aging in Spain.
The European University leads the areas for “Health services, health pro-
motion and physical activity” and “Health technologies”, while the Ge-
tafe University Hospital is responsible for “Aging, fragility, disability and

dependence”, “Chronic, inflammatory, infectious and degenerative disea-
ses” and “Cancer and systemic diseases”.

All these activities provide the Biomedical Science and Health Faculty at
the European University with a higher number of research projects of
better quality, that have a direct impact on the professional development
of the teaching staff,and by extension, the training of their students, and
the Getafe University Hospital ranks among the most prominent hospi-
tals in the Community of Madrid in terms of health research.

The UEM offers Hospital de Getafe Healthcare Research Institute a num-
ber of platforms as support services.

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TEACHING IN 2019

Approximately 300 hours of classes where taught from the founda-
tion’s facilities in 2019.

Specifically, classes for the subject “Biomedical Research/Human Me-
dicine Training Optional Additional Internship III”.

It is an optional unit that lasts one semester and is worth 3 ECTS cre-
dits (European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System). It is taught
in the sixth year of the Bachelor’s Degree in Medicine and is coordina-
ted by Dr Ricardo Sanz Fernandez, Head of the Otorhinolaryngology
and Head and Neck Surgery Department at the Getafe University Hos-
pital. The teaching staff are Carolina Sanchez, Isabel Sanchez Munoz
and Mario Arenillas. The groups were kept small so more attention
could be focused on each student.

This was achieved in 2019 by dividing the 60 enrolled students into
groups of 6-8, with 3-hour classes taught every day from Tuesday to
Friday over three weeks from September to May.

The facilities enable theory and practicals to be combined efficiently,
all within the same working environment.

INVESTMENT IN NEwW INFORMATION AND
COMMUNICATIONS TECHNOLOGY

In 2019, the Foundation implemented a fibre-optic internet system
that can reach symmetrical speeds of 100 megabytes, significantly in-
creasing the connection speed for students and researchers.

This has evolved from a 6 MB ADSL line before 2016, to a 50 MB inter-
net speed from 2016 to 2019, and then finally a 100 MB line from 2019.

Premium Office 365 licences were also provided to all researchers at
the institution in 2019.

CIBERES is a multidisciplinary research network whose primary objective
is to combat respiratory diseases by promoting quality research and hel-
ping it to be transferred quickly and safely to clinical practice. It is made
up of 34 clinical and basic research groups from hospitals within the
Spanish public health system and prestigious universities and research
centres throughout Spain.

The participation of this group is led by Dr José Angel Lorente Balanza,
the Head of the UCI Department at the HUG.

We have also been a member of CIBERFES (the CIBER for Frailty and Heal-
thy Aging) since 2017. This network was formed at the end of 2016 with
the aim of understanding, evaluating and alleviating frailty to the best
of our ability, in addition to the resulting disability, which affects so many
older people today.
